Charleston WV July 11, 2008-  Artist Dane Klingaman is pleased to present Exhibit Two , an art 
exhibit taking place in the artists’ own live/work space on Hansford Street in Charleston’s furniture 
district.

	M uch of the house, owned by Professor of Art at the University of Charleston, P. Joseph 
Mullins, transforms into an alternative art gallery, with an emphasis on progressive art installation. 
Art in the exhibit includes works on paper, painting, printmaking and small-scale sculpture at the 
academic and street level. All artists in the exhibit reside in the Charleston area. 
	 “It is extremely gratifying for me to share the artmaking and exhibiting process with other 
artists from a hands-on perspective. It’s nice to have an alternative space designed to exhibit works 
that communicate concepts and issues from an emerging artist’s perspective,” comments Dane 
Klingaman.
